Minutes of the 2005 AGM

These had been circulated previously and copies were available at the meeting, they were accepted and approved unanimously.

Matters Arising

There were no matters arising from the Minutes.

Chairman’s Address

Chairman thanked the club representatives for attending the meeting and also the committee for their work during the year.  Specifically mentioned the secretary and match secretary who were leaving the area and therefore had to resign their posts this year.

Chairman was thanked from the floor for his efforts.

Treasurer’s Report

Report was circulated at the meeting, showing a starting point of £801.36 and ending with £1085.86.  Although this seemed a good increase, a fund is required to ensure working capital for tournaments.  Even if tournaments are self funding, payments out for courts/shuttles etc needed to be made before entry fees were received.

It was agreed that league fees stay as they are for 2006/2007 but it is likely that these will be increased for the following season. 

Match Secretary’s Report

Ladies Division 1 was very small this year due to a late withdrawal.  It was not intended and the committee will endeavour to avoid this type of small division for next season.

Deduction of points due to non-affiliation.  The rules specifically state that all clubs should be affiliated to the appropriate county and Badminton England by October 31st of each season.  Despite a warning in January, Mavnell failed to affiliate to Badminton England until April and therefore the committee decided to deduct 2 points per month for February / March.

During future seasons reminders will not be issued and should clubs fail to affiliate by 31st October they can expect to have 2 points per month deducted from each team.

1.
Future Direction of the League


Three of Clubs asked whether there had been any progress with the possible future direction of the league discussed the previous year.  (The movement towards fewer, larger clubs able to cater for wider ranges of abilities and offer coaching).  The committee indicated that at present no one had sufficient time to develop this, and although interest had been shown by some clubs no progress had been made.


Reading & Country suggested a formal letter to the Berkshire area on behalf of the Bracknell League to try and get them to take this forward.  The Treasurer will also raise this at the Maidenhead AGM in order to progress.  Feedback to the clubs on the result was requested.

2. New Scoring System


As notification had only been received by the committee on 14th June with regards to the new scoring system the 2006/7 league would continue with the current system.  The new system will be discussed at the 2007 AGM for possible introduction in the 2007/8 season.

3. Three of Clubs are experiencing difficulties obtaining sufficient court time for their club and requested anybody who was aware of other venues to let them know.  Several suggestions were made by other clubs.  Three of Clubs then suggested that vacant times at all venues were held on the BDBA website but this was rejected as impractical as there would be constant changes.

No other business was raised and the meeting was therefore closed.
